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At this show, one vehicle is drawing a lot of attention — a flying car.

The two-seater vehicle with foldable wings was developed by Terrafugia, a U.S.
venture firm based in Massachusetts.

The new invention is no wider than a regular car when the wings are folded, but it
spans eight meters when the wings are fully extended.

"The Transition can convert between flying and driving almost instantly. You just get
in the cockpit, push a couple of buttons, and the wings fold up.”

The vehicle received approval for driving on U.S. roads. It can travel at speeds
exceeding 100 kilometers an hour.

As an aircratft, it can fly up to 185 kilometers per hour. A pilot's license is required,
though, and you must take off from an airport.

The vehicle will cost nearly 280,000 dollars. Terrafugia aims to start selling it next
year.

The car may be a dream come true for city commuters. It has many people
wondering if it'll be a common sight in the not-too-distant future.
