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A “landslide is a “sudden ' collapse of the side of a hill
and causes great & destruction to everything below.
Landslides can "7 occur, for example, when heavy rain makes
a "®slope " moist and 2 slippery or when the ground becomes
2 disturbed as rapidly changing 22 temperatures 2 freeze
and melt it. With the help of  gravity, the land involved in
landslides travels great distances 2¢ quickly. While it is
difficult to # prevent landslides, people can help by planting
trees to hold the ground with their roots, and engineers often
build #7 drains inside slopes to allow rainwater to run off
without taking land with it.
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
